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Tata’s electric...  
While there is no point of ref-
erence of e-car fires in India, 
given the small market size, it’s 
not unheard of globally. 

The incident comes at a 
time when Tata Motors’ EV 
arm, Tata Passenger Electric 
Mobility, has chalked out an 
aggressive plan to build its 
portfolio and is looking to 
make the most of the govern-
ment’s electric mobility push. 
Besides the e-Nexon, it sells the 
Tata Tigor EV and plans to 
launch other models over the 

next three years. Tata Motors’ 
e-passenger vehicles sales 
jumped to 3,454 units in May 
from 476 units in the corre-
sponding period last year. 

The largest-selling e-car-
maker by unit sales globally, 
Tesla, saw one vehicle catching 
fire for every 210 million miles 
travelled from 2012 to 2021 
approximately. 

In comparison, data from 
the National Fire Protection 
Association (NFPA) and the US 
Department of Transportation 
shows that there is a vehicle fire 
for every 19 million miles trav-
elled in the United States. 

Approximately 640 EVs 

caught fire in China in the first 
quarter of 2022, a 32 per cent 
year-on-year increase, which is 
equivalent to seven electric 
cars catching fire per day, 
according to data released by 
the Chinese Fire and Rescue 
Department of the Ministry of 
Emergency Management on 
April 3, as reported by carnew-
schina.com.  

 

Adani... 
One of India’s top philanthro-
pists, he donated ~9,700 crore 
to charities in financial year 
2020-21 (FY21), according to a 
report by Hurun published last 
November. 

The family of Shiv Nadar, 
founder and chairman emeri-
tus of HCL Technologies, was 
the second-biggest donor, with 
~1,263 crore donated to char-
ities, while the Ambani family 
donated ~500 crore in FY21, 
according to the Hurun report. 

Globally, Tata group 
founder Jamsetji Tata is the 
biggest donor, with the esti-
mated current valuation of 
donations pegged at $102 bil-
lion, followed by the Bill & 
Melinda Gates Foundation at 
$74.6 billion, according to the 
Hurun report for 2021. Tata 
Trusts, which owns a 67 per 
cent stake in Tata Sons, runs 
the charity initiatives of the 
Tata group in India. 

In a statement, the Adani 
group said the Adani 
Foundation had gained a rich 
experience in working with 
communities focused on inte-
grated development efforts 
across the three areas. “In 
addition to being the 100th 
birth anniversary of my inspir-
ing father, this year also 
happens to be the year of my 
60th birthday and therefore the 
family decided to contribute 
~60,000 crore towards chari-
table activities related to 
healthcare, education, and skill 
development, especially in the 
rural regions of our nation,” 
Adani said.

At present, e-way bills are com-
pulsory for both intra-state and 
inter-state movement of all 
consignments valued over 
~50,000, except gold. 

Other suggestions 
The panel has also suggested 
mandating e-invoicing for tax-
payers supplying gold and pre-
cious stones who have an 
annual aggregate turnover of 
~20 crore or more for business-
to-business transactions. The 
recommendations also include 
levying GST on a reverse-
charge-mechanism basis on 
the purchase of old gold by reg-
istered dealers and jewellers 
from unregistered persons, and 
this may be referred to the fit-
ment committee of the GST. 

Security concerns 
The report has been prepared 
after taking into consideration 
the concerns expressed by var-
ious states with respect to the 
security of gold and precious 
stones as well as of the persons 
carrying such consignments in 
case the system is imple-
mented. To ensure the safety 
of the transporters of precious 
metal, various measures – such 
as encrypting e-way bills, 
restricting the availability of e-
way bill data to senior officers 
of commissioner rank and 
above, and not capturing the 
details of the transport vehicles 
– have been considered . 

It recommends that only 
part A (quantity and value of 
goods supplied) of the e-way 
bill should be required to be 
filled without any need for fill-
ing part B (the transporter’s 
details). If approved, the 
modalities of generating such 
e-way bills will be worked out 
by the GST Network. 

Once the states decide to 
mandate e-way bills, they have 
to hold consultations with the 
jurisdictional commissioners.

New Delhi, 23 June 

Since the start of a mismatch in the 
demand and supply of coal in 
August last year — and the govern-

ment decision to prioritise power units 
for coal supply — the non-power sectors 
of steel, aluminium, iron, paper, cement, 
etc, have been suffering. Almost a year 
later, and despite an increase in coal pro-
duction, the situation of these sectors has 
hardly improved, sector executives told 
Business Standard. 

In the past year, the non-power sectors 
have seen a fall of 33 per cent in coal dis-
patches. At the start of the coal shortage 
in August 2021, the Centre had directed 
national miner Coal India Ltd (CIL) to pri-
oritise the power sector for coal supply and 
divert coal from other sectors if necessary. 

“The situation has just deteriorated and 
we are scrambling for options. Bigger 
players are importing coal which is costlier, 
but smaller ones do not even have that 
capital. The rate of coal in e-auction by CIL 
has also gone up due to increased dem -
and,” said an executive of a steel company. 

In a letter to the coal ministry, the con-
sumers’ association said while they were 
not being supplied the allocated quantity 
of coal under their fuel-supply agreement 
(FSA), coal companies are conducting spot 
e-auctions, where spot prices have zoomed 
to record highs since March 2022. 

“The average bid price for coal in a 
recently conducted spot e-auction by 
Mahanadi Coalfields (MCL) rose more 
than 800 per cent above the notified 
price. It is evident that some of MCL’s 
valuable customers were compelled to 
procure coal at such abysmally high pre-
miums only for sustenance of their 
respective plants while many industries 
had to stay out of this auction due to soar-
ing bid prices,” said the association. 

Besides a decline in coal supply, the 
non-power sectors’ share of the total coal 
transported by the railways has also been 
reducing, the latest data suggests. In 
April, 96 rakes of coal were supplied to 
industries daily. The number reduced to 
93.4 in May, and only 86 rakes have been 
supplied daily in the first half of June. 
Of this, two-thirds of the industrial coal 
supply has been of the more expensive 
imported coal. One rake typically has 58 

wagons, with a carriage capacity of 
approximately 3,800 tonnes. 

The national transporter believes that 
it’s purely market dynamics that has 
shaped the inverse relationship between 
the power sector and industrial coal 
supply. “While it may seem at first glance 
that the railways is supplying more to the 
power sector, it is purely a function of 
demand and supply. Coal demand from 
industry typically starts decreasing 
around this time – there's lower energy 
demand and other industrial usage of 
coal also goes down. We have enough 
rake supply to cater to both power and 
industrial coal needs," said a railway offi-
cial who did not wish to be named. 

With the onset of monsoon, the 
transportation of coal typically slows 
down as the rains could affect the weight 
and quality of coal during transit. 
According to railway estimates, nearly 
300 rakes were stabled during this time 
due to a low demand for coal. 

The non-power sectors said there 
would be further curtailment in the avail-
ability of coal due to rains. 

Recently, 10 different industrial 
associations wrote to the Prime 
Minister’s Office, asking for the PM’s 
intervention and equitable supply of 
coal between the power and non-power 
sectors. They said the cost of coal for 
these sectors had doubled as they had 
to purchase costlier imported coal. 

Cumulatively, the demand for non-
power units is 500,000 tonnes of coal 
every day. Executives said they were get-
ting 350,000 tonnes until March, but it 
was barely above 250,000 tonne now. 

“Some of the captive power genera-
tion units are buying electricity from the 
spot market, where the rates have 
increased on account of enhanced 
demand. This is causing a higher cost of 
production for these key manufacturing 
sectors. Smaller players have either 
decided to reduce their capacity or shut 
down operations due to this persistent 
issue,” said a steel sector executive. 

He said several MSMEs dependent 
on domestic coal had cut down their 
operations, thereby impacting the 
metal supply chain.

Prolonged coal shortage 
hitting non-power sectors Card-based fintech firms 

may have to stop offers

Mumbai, 23 June 

In the light of the Reserve Bank 
of India (RBI) not permitting 
the loading of prepaid payment 
instruments (PPIs) from credit 
lines, card-based fintech 
players may have to stop their 
offers until the central bank 
clears the air on some issues. 

Earlier this week, the RBI 
wrote to some non-bank PPI 
issuers, stating that the direc-
tion on this did not permit 
loading PPIs from credit lines. 
Such practice, if followed, 
should be stopped immedi-
ately. And, non-compliance 
may attract action under the 
Payment and Settlement 
Systems Act, 2007. 

This has worried fintech 
lenders. Industry insiders are 
of the opinion that card-based 
fintech players who leveraged 
PPI partnerships to facilitate 
credit to the customers through 
cards will be the most affected. 

Card-based fintech players 
have stopped offers or are in 
the process of doing so. 

An industry expert said 
card-based EMI (equated 
monthly instalment) products 
would be affected because of 
the RBI’s notification. As such, 

“buy now pay later” (BNPL) 
products with direct merchant 
integration may not be affected 
because there is no underlying 
credit instrument. 

Speaking to Business 
Standard, Sugandh Saxena, 
chief executive officer (CEO), 
Fintech Association for Cons -
umer Empowerment (FACE), 
said: “In the past 18 months or 
so, some fintech lending com-
panies have leveraged PPI part-
nerships to facilitate credit to 
customers through cards. 
Given the diversity of fintech 
lending, our understanding is 
the impact is limited to much 
smaller players.” 

“There is huge customer 
demand for flexible credit pro-

ducts, including credit cards, 
and hence there is a promising 
opportunity for fintech lenders 
to meet the demand. After all, 
credit market penetration in 
India is still in low single dig-
its,” she added. 

According to industry 
sources, the two largest players 
in this segment — Slice and 
Uni — were taking on between 
300,000 and 400,000 people 
per month. Some of the players 
expected to take a hit due to the 
RBI’s diktat are Slice, Uni 
Cards, Jupiter, EarlySalary, etc. 

Attempts made to get in 
touch with Jupiter failed. 

Rajan Bajaj, founder and 
CEO, Slice, had earlier told 
Business Standard: “We are 

committed to be on the right 
side of regulation in letter and 
spirit and are working with our 
partner bank on this.” 

Akshay Mehrotra, 
co-founder and CEO, 
EarlySalary, said the order 
would not affect it much. 

“Our customers to whom 
we were offering credit via PPI 
is very small compared to the 
customer base we have. 
Besides, we have stopped 
offering the PPI route as soon 
as RBI came up with the man-
date,” he said. 

He said some of its cus-
tomers had the option of using 
the card to transfer their limit 
and shop with it. 

“What we are seeing is a 
knee-jerk reaction, which does 
not give fintechs the chance to 
take corrective measures and 
the impact on consumers is 
huge,” said Mehrotra. 

Industry sources said 
though the regulator had 
asked to stop PPI lending, 
there was no clarity on how to 
treat the disbursements that 
were approved. 

“There are several models 
of giving credit lines. The RBI 
and the industry will have to 
work together to resolve this,” 
said an industry source.

Mumbai, 23 June 

The Reserve Bank of India 
(RBI) has warned of risks from 
cross-border outsourcing of 
information technology (IT) 
services and recommended 
that regulated entities closely 
monitor such operations. 

“To manage such risks, the 
regulated entity shall closely 
monitor the government pol-
icies of the service provider’s 
country and its political, social, 
economic and legal conditions 
on a continuous basis, and esta -
blish sound procedures for 
mitigating the country risk,” it 
said in a draft master direction. 

The observations come at a 
time when it is considering a 
mandate for domestic process-
ing of payment transactions in 
order to ring-fence India’s local 
payment systems. 

The RBI has recommended 
that regulated entities build 
appropriate contingency and 
exit strategies. Additionally, 
firms should ensure that avail-
ability of 
records and the 
supervising 
authority 
would not be 
affected in the 
event of liqui-
dation of the 
service pro-
vider. The pro-
visions of the RBI’s draft master 
directions are applicable to 
scheduled commercial banks, 
local area banks, small finance 
banks, and payments banks. 

Primary urban cooperative 
banks with asset size of more 
than ~1,000 crore, non-banking 
financial companies in top, 
upper and middle layers and 
credit information companies 

are also included. All-India 
financial institutions, such as 
the National Housing Bank 
and the National Bank for 
Agricultural and Rural Devel -

opment, too, fall 
under the ambit 
of the draft 
directions. In 
principle, agree-
ments should 
only be entered 
into with parties 
operating in 
jurisdictions 

generally upholding confiden-
tiality clauses and agreements. 

“However, the jurisdiction 
of the courts outside India, 
where data is stored and/ or 
processed, shall not extend to 
the operations of the regulated 
entity in India, on the strength 
of the fact that the entity’s data 
is being stored and/ or pro-
cessed there, even though the 

actual transactions are under-
taken in India,” the draft direc-
tions read. The right of audit 
and inspection of service pro-
viders in different jurisdictions 
shall be ensured, it said. 

The RBI has said the under-
lying principle of these direc-
tions is that the regulated entity 
should ensure that outsourcing 
arrangements neither dimin-
ish its ability to fulfil its obliga-
tions to customers nor impede 
effective supervision by the 
supervising authority. 

“The entity shall take steps 
to ensure that the service pro-
vider employs the same high 
standard of care in performing 
the services as would have 
been employed by the entity if 
the same activity was not out-
sourced… the entities shall not 
engage an IT service provider 
that would result in its reputa-
tion being compromised.”
